~~~How to Do a Correct Bun~~~

(Even if you thought you knew how to do one!)
The official hair-do of our studio is the classic bun.  Each and every student wears their hair the same way for performances and we feel this gives a professional look to the show.  We have put together this how-to paper in an attempt to make your bun making a little easier.

WHAT YOU NEED:

BROWN elastics





1 (fine) hairnet which matches the dancer’s hair color
1 package of HAIR PINS (not bobby pins) hairpins are wider and have proven to work WAY better than bobby pins.

Directions:

1.  Make a SLICK tight ponytail in middle of the back of the dancers head.  Placement is important because of headpieces.


~Dampen the hair first


~We want the professional look


~NO WISPIES!


Tip: use 2 elastics at once when wrapping ponytail for better tightness.

2. Wrap the ponytail around the elastic, but keep it as flat to the head as possible.

3. Stick the hairpins from the hair on the head, through the bun, INTO THE ELASTIC.  Use several hairpins.  Be sure they are secured in the elastic.  If they fall out on stage, dancers will slip on them.

4. Using the hairnet, cover the bun.  Twist the hairnet and recover bun as many times as it takes for it to be tight.  It is a good idea to add additional hairpins at this time.

5. For people with shorter hair; you may use BROWN clips that lay flat to the head-NOT bobby pins-if they are necessary.  Good hairspray should do the trick.
**If you do the bun correctly it will NOT come out.  Not one bun fell out the entire year for the competition kids (both long and short hair).

**You must use a HAIRNET; if necessary use 2!!

**Practice AHEAD of time, you can do it!!!! GOOD LUCK!
