Joshua Carlson from Las Vegas, Nevada came and taught Master Partnering classes and choreographed a fun Acro piece for our Senior Company!

Joshua Carlson has worked with Pilobolus, Louisville Ballet, Wichita Ballet Theater, and American Repertory Ballet as a Principal Dancer. He has also performed with SEROS, a dance company he founded in NYC, as well as performing Aerial and Acrobatic Arts internationally for film and stage with Aeros Productions. Mr. Carlson spent four years at Friends University for Ballet Performance, as well as studying with Milwaukee Ballet, Princeton Ballet, Louisville Ballet, and the School of Circus Arts in Toronto. Joshua studied Break-Dancing in Philadelphia with Rennie Harris’ Pure Movement. 

Joshua has taught Master Class Workshops in New York City, Philadelphia, throughout the US and Canada. He has been hired to teach by Broadway Dance Center in New York City, Backstage Studio in Las Vegas, Kansas State University as a Guest Artist, and for master classes through Pro Master Class. Mr. Carlson has also taught in Studio settings throughout the US. He has taught and adjudicated for American Dance Awards, ADA and Dance Educators of America, DEA. 

Joshua received much acclaim for his choreography in the award-winning, off-broadway production of Young Zombies in Love. Joshua has choreographed corporate events for stars and fortune 500 companies, providing dancers and circus acts for these events. Mr. Carlson choreographed the Charity Fashion Show, Art Aid for the past several years, helping to raise over one million dollars for charity.
